Kay led a full life and made the most of her abilities working where she could and volunteering to help others in many different settings.  There was a special “caretaker” side of her that inspired her to help others in need.

She was a high functioning person and could beat just about anyone at “Kings Corners” and had solitaire games completely figured out.  Nothing slipped by her and she was always tuned in to what was happening.  She had a quick wit, a keen sense of humor and greatly enjoyed playing with our beagle Bailey when we visited her or had her join us for many family celebrations over the years.  “Tigger” was her favorite stuffed animal and always traveled with her, even on our boat.

Her final years were in a wonderful group home in Faribault, MN run by Russ Kennedy and his staff.  Kay’s mother (Alice) was actively involved in her care throughout her life and visited Kay frequently.  Alice lives in her own home in Northfield, MN and just celebrated her 92nd birthday.  Kay’s brother (Jerry) and his wife (Ruth) live in Minnetonka.  Jerry and Dave were guardians for Kay for many years and worked diligently to do what was best for Kay’s quality of life.  Kay passed away last November after a fairly brief but rapid decline in her health.
